✓ Make sure you are on time for school lessons 

✓ Pupils are expect to speak English daily both in and out of class 

✓ Complete all tasks set and work quietly and carefully 

✓ Never damage or deface the school building 

✓ Always keep quiet in and around the school, especially during lesson times 

✓ You must not use bad language or swear words or speak unpleasantly 

✓ Never steal, lie or cheat 

✓ Try not to quarrel and never get involved in fights
